What happens when you mix a warm summer afternoon, ice-cold draft beer, and some fun, funky music? You get the South Pearl Street Music Festivals!
Inaugurated in 2007, the brainchild of a South Pearl Street merchant, the first Blues & Brews debuted on August 11th on the 1200 block of South Pearl Street. Hoping to attract 1,000 people and not to lose too much money, the event was a huge success with more than 5,000 people on the street and–like any great party–a last minute beer run! The music festivals have become a neighborhood tradition and real shindigs. The question remains–are they music festivals with really good beer or beer festivals with really good music?

Colorado’s Head For The Hills headlines BrewGrass on June 10. The Denver Post recently praised the band for displaying “a smart mix of alternative influences…and a knack for (a) driving down-home rhythm that gets their crowds to ground their heels in.” Joining them on the bill are Gasoline Lollipops, Parsonsfield, Barefoot Movement, Lonesome Days, Last Revel and Harpeth Rising.

The lineup for Blues & Brews on August 12 demonstrates just how vibrant and flexible the blues remains as a genre in 2017. From the musical melting pot sounds of New Orleans’ The Iguanas, to the get-in-the-van-and-kick-out-the-jams roots rock of The Deltaz, festival goers will find it hard to keep still throughout the day’s sonic tour of the blues. John Nemeth, Kirkland Daniels Project, Dragondeer, Ricky Earl featuring Cherise, and Whiskerman round out the lineup.

Our Spring Festival is designed for groups of 10 or more, and is designed to teach school children about how plants are started at our farm.  We take a short tour through the green houses and we also let each child plant a seed and transplant a flower.  They then take the plants home or back to the school and watch them in the various stages of growth.  Depending on the weather and the time of your visit, we may also take a ride out to our fields and show the student's how we plant here at the farm.  If there is early produce growing, we may also allow each child to pick a small amount of vegetables to take home.  Please keep in mind that the weather plays a big part in what is ready and when.
The cost per student is $5.00 per student.  Chaperons, teachers and bus drivers are free.
